What will we do at horse camp?

HAVE FUN WITH HORSES!

Learn how horses think, and how to stay safe around and on them.

“Tack up”.  Groom the horse, pick hooves, and put on the saddle and bridle.

Ride with private one-on-one instruction and small group activities and mounted games.

Give horses a bath and everyone cools off, expect to get wet.

Learning about horses through unmounted games, contests, and demonstrations:

Confirmation, parts of the horse, and different breeds and types.


Instincts, behavior, health, and nutritional needs of horses.


Grooming, bathing, braiding, and care.


Disciplines.  English/western, dressage, hunter/jumper, eventing, polo.

Usually we ride first.  If it’s raining, we play games and do unmounted activities, then ride when the rain stops.
